Sisters and Brothers, 
 

 Evidence of the upcoming holiday, Memorial Day, is all over: flowers 
and wreaths are seemingly in every store.  Yesterday, I observed a shopper’s 
cart almost overflowing with bouquets destined for the graves of loved ones – 
to decorate the graves of family members.  Decorate – Decoration Day – that 
is what my grandmother called Memorial Day.  My growing up family was a 
small one, only my grandmother, mother and I; so there was only one grave in 
our family.   
 There was, though, quite a ritual in our household as Decoration Day 
approached.  We cleaned and repainted the heavy, cast-iron urn, selected of the 
requisite plants (3 geraniums, 3 dusty millers, 3 ivy plants, 3 marigolds, and 
one sticker), arranged the plants in the shiny, refurbished urn and lugged water 
from a distant tap.   I remember that I often lobbied for different and more ex-
otic plants for the urn but my grandmother was insistent on her choices.  I also 
remember that during this extended Decoration Day ritual stories were shared 
about the lives of our loved ones – those who had passed away and those who 
were yet living.  We recalled lives and we made memories. 
 I moved away from my home in Western Pennsylvania after I married; 
so, participation in the family ritual became sporadic and then impossible.  
Even though, it has been a long time since I entered into my family’s Decora-
tion Day ritual; I have adopted my own Decoration Day ritual.   
 My ritual involves memories and instead of decorating the gravestone, I 
“decorate” my life with the lessons and the love that have been handed down 
to me.  A few examples:  I remember stories of my grandfather who even 
though he was exhausted from work made time to pay loving attention to his 
youngest daughter, my mother, who was absolutely smitten with him, her fa-
ther.  I remember my grandmother who was the head cook of a junior high 
school.  Grammy thought hamburgers were junk but she realized that the kids 
loved them.  To satisfy her thoughts and the wishes of the students, she com-
promised by agreeing to serve hamburgers only when she was able to make 
and bake hamburger buns from scratch. (This involved getting up at 4:30 in the 
morning in order to have hamburger buns for 600 students and staff ready by 
noontime.)  I remember my mother who literally lived her life for me and be-
lieved in me.  Mom told me, “There is nothing that you cannot do when you 
put your mind to it.”  I remember my husband, Ted’s, willingness to follow 
God’s call regardless of the personal cost.                                   Continued on pg. 2

I gratefully accept their 
legacy and resolve to do all that I can to pass those bequests on to others. 
    There is another whose life and lessons I remember and whose legacy 
I have received that I try to decorate my life with every day not simply one 
day a year, and that life is Jesus’.  The best that I can do, what we can and 
should do, is remember and be changed by the life of Jesus and his sacrifice.  
“When I am raised to life again, you will know that I am in my Father, and you 
are in me, and I am in you.” (NLT – John 14:20)

 Have you done something recently that 
brought you a sense of accomplishment?  Maybe 
you finally finished a project that you have been 
working on for quite some time, or maybe you 
finally read that book you’ve been wanting to 
read. Whatever the task, you have a great sense  
of achievement and accomplishment for having 
done it.  I am experiencing just such a moment as 
I have officially completed my first full year of 
seminary, and what a year it has been! 
 

 Throughout this past year, I have taken 
many classes through Asbury Theological Seminary, and I have learned more than I could 
have imagined. I have studied in the middle of airports, taken midterm exams in hotel 
rooms, and have learned to navigate the backroads of Kentucky. I have been stretched and 
challenged by the teachings from my professors, encouraged by my fellow seminary stu-
dents, and supported by my family and all of you. I have also been spiritually fed and nour-
ished as I have sat in classes on campus, had meetings with classmates via Skype and com-
pleted work in the online classroom. It has been an incredible year and I have such a feeling 
of accomplishment, even though I still have a few years of seminary work ahead of me. 
  

 When I think about the amount of seminary work that still lies ahead of me, it would 
be easy to allow it to overwhelm me.  Even though I have come a long way in the past year 
as far as my studies, I still have a way to go before I will have completed my program at 
Asbury.  Do you ever find that you become overwhelmed or anxious when thinking about 
something that lies before you?  It can be easy to do.  We are human, and we can become 
overwhelmed at times. 
  

 This past week I was reading the book of Philippians. Even though I have read this 
book numerous times, I love how it speaks to my heart, as though I am reading it for the 
very first time, with new eyes.   
   

 One of my favorite passages in that book is Philippians 3:14, which states, “I press 
on toward the goal for the prize of the heavenly call of God in Christ Jesus.” Of course, 
Paul was speaking of a heavenly nature in this passage, but this passage also speaks to me 
in regards to my seminary studies.

Update from Sharon and Lynn Fogleman ~ April 2017  
 

The Lord is leading the Foglemans on a new journey!  The challenges and unrest continue 
in South Sudan, and they are unable to return to Yei, their location at the time of their July, 
2016 emergency evacuation.  More than 700,000 South Sudanese refugees have fled to 
northern Uganda because of this violence.   
 

In January 2017 the Foglemans flew to Arua, Uganda to explore options for serving these 
refugees.  There they met with Medical Teams International (MTI) and witnessed the efforts 
to welcome the families (mostly women and children) into the settlement camps by UNHCR 
(United Nations High Commission on Relief) and other partners.   
 

While waiting for their MTI paperwork approval, the Foglemans responded to an urgent re-
quest from the Maua Methodist Hospital in Kenya to help during a National Doctor’s Strike.  
They had served the Maua Hospital from 1987 to 1997, and were able to spend time with 
friends and their son Mark and his family who work in Nyahururu, Kenya.   
 

March 14, 2017 they returned to Moyo, Uganda and await Medical License and Work Per-
mit approval.  During this transition, they have been led by God to volunteer at the Moyo 
District Hospital, a referral facility for the thousands of refugees settled in nearby camps.     
 

From Yei, South Sudan to Kenya to Moyo, Uganda, the Foglemans feel they have come full 
circle – and just 8 km from the South Sudanese border!  Unable to cross into the country 
they were called to serve, they are able to serve the people they have come to love.   
 

God has been so faithful to the Foglemans in the midst of transition, and they ask that we 
join them in praying for South Sudan and the struggling refugees.

New Ministry for Congregational Members 

Beginning this fall to better serve our congregational community we will be rolling out a 

new ministry, one which will revitalize our entire membership.  As you know, our facility is 

utilized for many functions besides worship.  Many of those functions, particularly in the 

case of funerals, require the preparation of a reception or meal.  There are fewer and fewer 

church persons available to assure a pleasant experience to those who ask for our services.  

As part of our outreach ministry not only to outside groups but for our members as well 

(funerals, receptions, etc.) we will be assigning every family in the entire church member-

ship to one month of the year.  Each monthly team will be headed by three ‘team leaders'.  

When a need arises during that month, the church office will call one of the team leaders 

who will then turn to those members assigned to their month to meet the need whether it be 

for kitchen duty, food donation, or other possible host services.  Our hope is that the congre-

gational family will look at this assignment as a 'service month' and willingly serve if called 

upon.  Of course, members can opt out if they are called and serving this time is not conven-

ient for them.  This process not only meets the immediate need of serving those groups uti-

lizing our facilities, but also provides opportunity for members to get involved and ac-

quainted with one another and serve as a means of congregational revitalization. 

The first step in rolling out this ministry is to name the team leaders for each month.  Call-

ing for leaders will begin in the next few days, so if you are called,  we hope you say yes.  

Assigning the rest of the membership to a 'service month' will begin once the leaders are in 

place.  Remember, assignments are only for a month a year, so you're not signing up for a 

forever responsibility!  Involving all members will make lighter work for all.  We hope you 

will embrace this opportunity to serve in a most necessary outreach ministry.  Thanks in ad-

vance!!
