The article listed “The Top Ten Way to Meet People”, or “Five Simple Ways to 

Make New Friends” or “How to Have a Life in Six Easy Steps” or something similar.  I’m 

not sure of the title or how to retrace my web clicks back to the article.  I do, however, re-

member step one or the first way, or the suggestion listed as the top of the list.  It was this: 

Take the initiative.  

That seems pretty obvious doesn’t it?  If you want new friends, if you seek to expand the cir-

cle of people that you are a part of, if you desire “New People” as a part of your communi-

ty—Take the Initiative.  Don’t require that others find you.  Don’t demand that new people 

come to you on your terms.  Don’t passively sit back and wait.  Take the initiative.  It’s pretty 

obvious, but it also seems to be pretty rare—at least among us church folk.  We often are 

pretty good at providing quality programming.  We sometimes do well at inviting others to 

worship, to attend small groups, or into our facilities.  We’re mostly welcoming and usually 

friendly.  But to be in community with New People and to provide New Places, we need to 

do more than provide programming, be invitational, and welcoming and friendly.  Or even 

more to the point we need to do something before we do these things.  We need to take the 

initiative.  Take the initiative to go outside the walls of our churches.  Take the initiative to 

meet our neighbors in our communities.  Take the initiative to get to know New People. 

 

Our district training day will be Sunday, February 26th, 2:30—5:30 p.m. at 1st United Meth-

odist Church in Fairfield.  If you want to be a part of spreading the gospel in new places in 

our community, plan to attend.  But then again, there is no need to wait to meet for new peo-

ple in your life.
